3) Please read the cover and guess what has happened?  

(3) How do you say this? 

(4) What do you see? 
(5) What does she do? 
(6) Is the teacher happy?

(7) We’ll talk about next time

2. Wrap Up 
   1) Once a week to continue the story you have read or written.

   2) Relay race for the story telling on your own.

   3) word bank and imagination game. Such as how many words you can produce from the letter of the word “ teacher”
   4) Have a try to draw what you want to talk about the story you have read or thought about.
